Course Description

Assignments/Projects

Most assignments are graded on completion, no partial credit on these.  If you completed 8/10 questions, you will receive 0 credit.  Some assignments will be graded based on accuracy (correct answers).  These will not be announced, so it would behoove students to do all work to the best of their ability. 
All projects will receive a rubric clearly defining the project with a due date. If you have any questions about a project please feel free to email me.
Late assignments/projects will not be accepted for full credit unless you have an excused absence. For each school day that an assignment/project is late, up to two days, the grade will be reduced by one letter grade. After that, the students will receive a “0” for the assignment/project.
