A Peek at our Week in Kindergarten 

Bible Verse: Galations 6:9 “Let us not 
become weary in doing good for at the 
proper time we will reap a harvest if we do 
not give up.  
 

Phonics:  
Introduced:  . “Two Vowel Rule”  “When 

two vowels go walking, the first one does 
the talking and says it’s long name (“---
“)…the second one is silent (/).” We also 
learned how to mark vowels.   
 
Reviewed:  One Vowel Rule:  “u” (smile on 
top of the short vowel) bat, dig.  Sight 
words: “the”, “a”, “an”, “it”, “do”, “to”, “of”, 
“off”.  We also review various punctuation 
marks and “s” as the “z” sound as in: as, is, 
his, has. Reviewed the sounds of the 
consonants and their “blend ladders”. Sight 
words:  to, do, of, off 
 
 
Handwriting:  
Introduced:  The capital “I” in cursive. 
 
Reviewed: Capital “A”and “T ”. We are 
working on connecting letters to make 
words and writing our first name in cursive! 
Note:  “Up and over and trace back 
around.”  Please practice!    
 

Social Studies 
We are continuing our “Children of the 
World” series.  We are learning about Italy. 
We have learned our seven continents of 
the world and we are learning about the 
four oceans of the world!   
 
 

 

Math: We have introduced the Five 
Addition Family (5+0=5, 1+4=5, 
4+1=5, 2+3=5, 3+2=5) Practice 
these math facts on flashcards.  
“After numbers” in the Teen Family 
and Ordinal Numbers (1st, 2nd, 3rd, 
etc.) 
 

Reviewed: Numbers zero-100.  
The Nickel (five cents) The Dime 
(10 cents).  We practiced telling 
time to the Hour, counting to 100 
and Counting by 10’s. We have 
learned the “twins” math facts: 
1+1=2, 2+2=4.  Adding one and 
Adding zero.   
 

**Using Addition Math flashcards 
just 2-5 minutes nightly will help 
your child succeed in our Math
